TURKEY'S ENERGY PROFILE AND STRATEGY

Turkey's demand for energy and natural resources has been increasing due to economic and population growth. In recent
years, Turkey has recorded the fastest growth in electricity demand among OECD members, with an annual growth rate of 5, 5%
since 2002. Turkey's energy use is expected to increase by 50% over the next decade. As of July 2019, Turkey has 90,4 GW
installed capacity, which represents a threefold increase in 15 years.

Two main characteristics of the Turkish energy markets are growing energy demand and dependency on imports. Turkey, in line
with its local and national energy strategy, is taking necessary steps to reduce this dependency.

The main elements of our energy strategy can be summarized as follows:
