Turkey s Relations With Central Asian Republics

Central Asia is a strategically important region for ensuring the security and stability of the Euro-
Aflantic region. Its energy resources are vital for global energy security and it is a major hub for
gas and oll pipelines as well as trade corridors.

In their 27 years of independence, the Central Asian Republics have made substantial progress in
many areas, particularly in solidifying their soverelg?n’ry institutionalizing their state-building
sfructures and elevating their level integration with the world.

Turkey is the first country to have recognized the independence of the Central Asian countries.
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Turkey's economic relations with the Central Asian Republics have developed rapidly, and
significant progress has been achieved in the fields of trade, transportation and
communications. The Turkish Cooperation and Development Agency (TIKA) was established in
order to provide technical assistance to these countries and has been operating successfully in
close cooperation with the local authorities in the region.

Turkey has been carrying out a broad scholarship program “Turkey Scholarships” for
students in Central Asia as well as other regions. Many Turkish schools under the Ministry
of National Education exist in the Ceniral Asian Republics. The Turkish-Kazakh
International Hoca Ahmet Yesevi University operates in the city of Turkestan,
(Kazakhstan) and the Turkish-Kyrgyz Manas University is located in Bishkek (capital of
Kyrgyzstan).

Turkey pioneered the process of “The Summits of Turkic Speaking Countries’ Heads of
tes”, held since 1992 in order to increase solidarity between the Turkic Speaking

Ozbekistan, Kazakistan ve Kirgizistan ile iliskilerimiz stratejik ortaklik dizeyinde olup, iliskilerimiz her
Uc Ulkeyle de YUksek DUzeyli Stratejik Isbirligi Konseyi mekanizmasi cercevesine oturtulmustur.
Tacikistan'la Ulkemiz arasinda ise isbirligi Konseyi kurulmasi kararlastinimistir. Torkmenistan ile pek
cok alanda ve ozellikle ticari, ekonomik, yatirmlar ve muteahhitlik alanlarnnda iliskilerimiz hizla
gelismektedir.
