Eski Suriye Uslubu

Suriye’de Kani§ Karumu’nun I katiyla ¢agdas miihiir malzemesi yok denecek
kadar az oldugundan, Eski Suriye uslubunun kaynak alani saptanamamakta-
dir.28? Buna karsilik Kani§ Karumu’nun II ve Ib katlarinda, yani MO 2. binin ilk
geyreginde bulunan mihiir baskilari, Eski Suriye tislubundaki miihiirlerin tasnif
edilebilmelerini ve gelisme asamalarini izleyebilmemizi saglamaktadirlar.

II. katin “Suriye-Kapadokya” veya “Suriye Koloni” olarak adlandirilan mii-
hiirleri ti¢ gruba ayrilir: 1. III. Ur tslubuna bagl kalanlar; 2. Linear iisluba ait
olanlar; 3. Matkap teknikli miihiirler.

Birinci grup ¢ok iyi modele edilmistir; zengin repertuariyla Eski Suriye tislubu-
nun en seckinidir. Suriyeli ilavelerle zenginlestirilen veya kii¢iik figiirlerin eklen-
mesiyle ikinci defa kullanilmis olan III. Ur miihiirleri, Suriyeli unsurlarin hakim
oldugu miihiirlerden kolayca ayrilabilirler. Birinci grup 3. binin sonuyla 2. binin
basina tarihlenmektedir.

Ikinci grup olan linear iislup II. katin Suriye tislubunu temsil eder. Bu, Eski As-
sur iislubu etkisinde Suriyeli unsurlari iceren bir linear iisluptur.



Ugiincii grupta Suriyeli, Anadolulu, Mezopotamyali figiirlerin bas ve omuz is-
ciliginde matkap kullanilmigtir. Mitanni Dénemi seri mithiirlerinin kaynag: oldu-
gu distintlen bu grup miuhirlerinin sayis1 azdir.

Suriye-Koloni @islubunun en 6nemli tanitict unsurlari: Tapanlarin dar kenarh
takkeleri ve kenarlari yuvarlak kesilmis mantolaridir. Bu usluba 6zgii motiflerin
basinda: tapan ve tapilan olarak takkesi sivri ¢cikintili kral; pliseli veya diiz elbise
giyen tapilan ve tapan uzun-diz sach Suriyeli kadin; ¢cogunlukla aslanin sirtina ba-
san kadin ve erkek bash stitun gelir. Hieropolis’in tanrisi olarak énerilen bu sii-
tun, oturan Suriyeli kadinin (elbisesi pliseli), Giines Tanrisi’nin, ¢iplak tanriganin
ve diger sembollerin yaninda yer alir. Tanri Samas bu iislubun en 6nemli tanrisi-
dir. Suriyeli kadin da Suriye Koloni grubunun tipik motifidir.

Suriye-Koloni tislubunda da kaide ustiinde duran bogaya tapilir. Ancak Eski
Assur ve Eski Anadolu tslubundaki miihiirlerden farkli olarak, Suriye bogasinin
sirtinda koni goriilmez.

Suriye-Koloni uslubunun Mezopotamyali motifleri sunlardir: omuzlarindan
1isinlar cikan oturan Giines Tanrisy; ‘Iki yuzlu tanri’ (Usmu); bir elinde hilalli alem,
otekinde yilan tutan Ay Tanrisi: boga uistiinde duran, etegini agan, omuzlar1 anti-
lop protomlu ¢iplak tanrigalar; asali tanri; insan basi tutan tanrilar.



Karisik varliklar: “Insan bash boga’, ‘boga-adam’ temsil eder. Ayrica lir ¢alan
miizisyenler de cok goriiliir.

Ib katinda bulunan Suriye kokenli miihiirler, Eski Babil Krali Biiyiik Hammu-
rabi ile (MO 1792-1750) cagdas Suriye grubu miihiirlere aittirler. Bu gruptan bir
kisminin en carpici ornekleri Mari Sarayr’nin 106 no.lu avlusundaki duvar resim-
leridir; kral tarafindan yéneltilen toren sahnelerindeki bu figiirlerin sag, sakal, el-
bise ve takkelerinin iislup 6zellikleri Suriye’ye ozgiidiir.

Suriye grubu miihiirlerde sag orgiisiiniin (guilloche) iki yanina islenen sfenks,
grifon, kug-adam, karigik varliklar, hayvan ve insan figiirlerinin olusturdugu rali

sahnelerle zenginlestirilmistir. |
II. katin Eski Assur miihiirlerinde oldugu gibi, Suriye Koloni miihiirlerinde de

bazilari yatay bir ¢izgi veya sag orgiileriyle olusturulan iki tasvir alaninda da (bi-
ri altra. biri iistte) figiirler ve tapma sahneleri tasvir edilmistir. Figiirlerin {i¢ veya

daha fazla siralar halinde islenmesi de sevilmekredir. Suriyeli unsurlarin kuvvet-
lendigi mihiirlerdeki uzun boylu figiirlerde ve iri ellerde Misir etkisi aciktir. Bu et-
ki aslan-kadinda, Hathor baginda ve ankh gibi sembollerde de acikca goriliir. Bu
tislubun da esas konusu tapma sahneleridir. Cogunlukla Eski Babil kiyafetli otu-
ran ve ayakta duran tanrilara tapilir. Ancak koruyucu tanrilarin himayesinde otu-
ran tanriya tapma sahnesi ana motifi olusturur. Belki de Anadolulu miihiir usta-
larinin etkisiyle, mithiirlerin bazilarinda pek ¢ok figiir vardir; bu, Eski Assur iislu-
bunu Anadolu grubuna en ¢ok yaklastiran 6zelliktir. Bu grup, ayrica Eski Assur
ve Eski Babil @isluplarindan da etkilenmistir. Kanis Karumu II. katinda saptanan
motiflerin ¢ogu bu fislupta varhiklarini siirdiiriirler,

Kanis Ib katina ait Eski Suriye mithiirlerinin ana motifleri, oturan tanrinm li-
rini tutarken, elinde cigek veya vazoyla ya da yiiriirken tasvir edilen Suriveli ka-
dinlar basta olmak iizere, su sekilde siralanabilirler: etegini kaldiran, gogiislerini
tutan, boga iistiinde nis icinde oturan ¢iplak tanricalar; Lama ve Ea’min vazosun-
dan tasan sularin olusturdugu dalgal iki daire iginde el ele tutusmus ve bacakla-
riyla bir svastika olusturan dért giplak kahraman; Babil veya Suriyeli oturan tan-
nilar; ¢ift gozlii balta tutan tanri; bumerang tutan tanri; iki yiizlii tanri; karg: kar-
stya oturan tanrlar; alem tutan kahramanlar; ayakta veya ¢émelen muzrakl
adamlar; yiiriiyen kiigiik figiirler; alem tutan boga adamlar; sfenks, grifon, kus-
adam, aslan-kadin, boynuzlu karigik varhiklar; ugan veya tiineyen arma bi¢iminde
kuglar; maymunlar; aslanlar; geyikler; yavrusunu emziren hayvanlar; insan-hay-
van baslari; biyiik insan elleri; alemler; ankh; iksir vazosu; giines, hilal ve yildiz
gibi astral semboller.

Suriye Koloni iislubunun Kani§'e ézgii oldugu anlagilmakradir. Motif zengin-
ligi bakimindan hem Anadolu iislubuyla, hem de Eski Babil islubuyla kiyaslana-
bilir.

Late Neo-Sumerian — Isin-Larsa

The Late Neo-Sumerian period, often
called Isin-Larsa, refers to the time when
Sumerian was largely replaced by the
phase of Akkadian best known as Old
Babylonian. Most conspicuous are the seals
showing a worshipper led by a goddess be-
fore a seated deity, usually a goddess,
sometimes a king, 694-95, also a warrior,
696, a personage, 697, a dog with a crook,
698-99, a liongriffin, 700-01. A deity (?) is
touching the shoulder of a worshipper
with a kid, who stands before a seated
goddess holding a crescent standard, 702.
A suppliant goddess behind a worshipper
who confronts a seated deity, 703: the lat-
ter may be a king holding a cup, 704-06,
with personage to right, 707-08. A wor-
shipper stands before a seated king, 709,
with attacked captive to left, 710, lion to
right, 711. The usual couple face a stand-
ing king with cup, 712, while in 713 a wor-
shipper confronts two gods with different
insignia. Two worshippers face a god,
714-15, or in 716, a man with a cup. Be-
tween two worshippers is a god (?) facing
left, 717: or they confront each other, a
man in tunic being beside them, 718. In

The crude marks on the bosom of the leading
goddess probably stand for crossed shoulder
straps, see 538. Seals in a similar, or even
coarser, style were common in the Diyala re-
gion; see for example OIP 72, 734, 737,
742-43, all “Early Larsa™ (OIP 88, p. 261,
n. 113, and ).

Thinner ligures with the same theme occur in
695x, NCBS 751, worn hematite, 16x 7', in-
scription, ground line.
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719 three different figures face left; in 720
a man and a woman have three monsters
between them, while in 721 they are
accompanied by a dog with a crook. A wor-
shipper and a bullman are in reversed po-
sition o a personage and a goddess (7),
722; two nude men hold weapons before
and behind them, 723; three full-face
heroes, 724; two full-face heroes and a god
are accompanied by symbols, 725. Holy
figures are presented on either side of a
crescent standard, 726-28; in 729 they
hold it dancing, in 730 only the crescent is
over the dancers’ opposed arms. Two pairs
of dancers (?) recur in 731; a worshipper
accompanies a similar group in 732; three
varied figures appear in 733; a nude
female and a bowlegged male with acces-
sories are shown in 734; compare a bow-
legged man with objects on his head and a
warrior attacking a lion in 735. Two men
spear a lion swallowing a man in 736;
heroes and lions, some reversed, occur in
737. A personage and a goddess (?) adjoin
a bull and a bullman in 738, while a hero
wars with a lion and a bull with a bullman
in 739.

Bodies rendered like those in 724-25, tall
with thin waists and well-muscled legs, ap-
pear in OIF 72, 900, Early Larsa, but with the
heroes in profile.

Two nude heroes, tull face with side curls,
holding spade standard between them; cres-
cent on notched pole with supports held by
god in schematic horned crown, one leg
forward.

A spade standard held by a hero and bullman
occurs in Philadelphia, 455, 471.
