The development of structural adjustment programmes (SAPSs)

The central aim of SAPs is debt
reduction through reform packages
designed to enable countries to pay
their debts while maintaining econ-
omic growth and stability. Agresmant
to introduce a SAP became an essen-
tial condition for deweloping countries
to obtain finance from the World
Bank, IMF and other private donors, a
condition that few countries werain a
position to refuse. As a result, they
rapidly spread across the global
South. The first SAP was introduced
in Turkey in 1980 and 187 had been
negotiated for some 64 developing
countries by the end of the decade
(Potter ef al., 2004, p.250).

SAPs wera based on four main
sbjsctives (Simon, 2002, p.8B):
» The mobilization of local

resources to foster

» Devaluation of the currency —
to make exports cheaper and
more competitive, and to
deter imports.

2. Adjustment measures, which were
to be implemented as a second
phase, having a longerterm
impact. Their objective was to
ensura the structural adjustment
of the economy, creating a plat-
form for future growth.

» Export prometion through
incentives for enterprise
(including incraasad revenues
and access to foreign cur-
rency) and diversification.

»  Downsizing the civil senvice
through the refrenchments
following a programme  of
rationalization to  reduce

> Policy reform to increase econ-
omic afficiency.

> The ganeration of foreign ravenua
through exports, involving diversi-
fication into new products as well
3 expansion of established ones.

> Reducing the economic role of the
stata and ensuring low inflation.

The measures required to achieve

thase objectives are ganarally divided

into two types (ibid., p.88.)

1. Stabilization measures, which wera
immediate steps designed to
address the economic difficulties
facing devaloping countries in tha
short term, providing a foundation
for longer-term measures.

» A public sector wage freeze —
to reduca waga inflation and
tha govemment's salary bill.

» Reduced subsidies on basic
foods and othar commodities,
and on health and education
—to lower govarnmant expen-
diture

inafficiency and cronyism.

> Economic liberalization —
relaxing and removing regu-
lations  and  restrictions
on  economic activities.
Examples  include  import
tariffs and quotas, import
licances, stata monopolies,
price fixing, subsidies and
restrictions on the rapatria-
tion of profits by oversaas
firms.

> Privatization through  the
salling off of state enterprises
and carporations.

» Tax reductions to create
stronger incentives for indi-
viduals and firms to save and
invest.

SAPs proved highly controversial.
Their impacts have often been harsh,
with ordinary people rather than lites
bearing the brunt of the adjustment
costs (Simon, 2002, p.8S). In
ganeral, large traders, merchants and

1ural agricultural producers have ben-
efited  from  increased  export
opportunities, often at the expanse of
the urban poor, who have suffered
from the abolition of food subsidies
and reductions in public expenditura.
The effects of SAPs have been felt
through cuts in public services, pri-
vatization and the introduction of
user charges for sarvices. In Ghana,
for instance - regarded as a ‘star
pupil’ by the World Bank and IMF —
the intreduction of user charges for
health sarvices in 1985, in a climate
of failing wages and increased
poverty, led to a drop in hospital and
clinic visits of 25-50 per cent
in urban Accra and of 45-80 per cant
in certain rural areas (Konadu-
Agyemang, 2000, p.474). The
privatization of water in Ghana has
led to higher water rates in a situation
whera 35 per cant of the population
already lack access to safe water.
There is also evidence that economic
raform has benafited foreign interests
over domestic producers. Large-scale
privatization and liberalization of
Ghana's lucrative gold mining sector
has  benefited outside  MNCs,
attracted by tax breaks and incen-
tives, with 70-85 per cent of the
industry now foreign-owned. Minimal
environmental regulations have led to
widespread contamination and degra-
dation, while 30,000 peopla were
displaced during 1990-38 (lsmi,
2004, p.17). According to many
critics, SAPs have reinforced
inequality and poverty by reducing
access to crucial social services and
opening up devaloping economiss to
outside interests such as MNCs,
although some local traders and
farmers  have benefited (Simon,
2002).
