1989: First Museology Graduate Programme was founded in Yildiz
Technical University in Istanbul.

1992: Opening of the "Republic Museums” as a project and the
studies on museum education.

1997: First Interdisciplinary Museum Education Graduate Programme
was founded in Ankara University Graduate School of Social
Sciences.

1996 - 97: Museum education for Teacher’s Training Program was
started in several Faculties of Education and "museum education
optional course” was announced.
