2.2. THE VERB

2.2.1. THE CONJUGATION OF THE VERB

There are two conjugations classes to inflect Hittite verbs which are called mi- and hi-
conjugations according to the endings of the 1.sg.pres.act. As the endings of the paradigms do
not generally differ, they are treated together. Originally the ki- inflection goes back to the
Indoeuropean perfect but, for the synchronical examination, the assighment of verbs to certain

inflection classes cannot easily be inferred. Therefore, sometimes mixing of both conjugation

classes occur.
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
