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Blood smear
• The easiest method used in the 

examination of blood cells 
• A drop of blood is placed directly on a 

glass slide and spread over its surface 
with the edge of another slide.

• After air drying, it is stained with 
modified Romanovsky type staining
mixtures (Wright or Giemsa).

• Methylene blue (basic dye)
• Azure (basic dye)
• Eosin (acidic dye)

The granules of leukocytes can be 
distinguished as they have different staining 
properties (nuclei and basophil granules 
receive basic dyes)
