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Siyasi Tarih

Hurriler, Eski Yakin Dogu’nun 6nemli kavimlerinden biridir. SGmer, Akad, Misir, Hitit ve
Ugarit metinlerinde ve Tevrat’'ta (Hori) kavim adi olarak gecmekle birlikte Hurrilerle ilgili
bilgilerimiz sinirhdir. Hurrilerin Mezopotamya ve cevresindeki topraklara M.O. Ill. Bin yilin
ikinci yarisindan itibaren Kuzey ve kuzeydogu'dan geldikleri varsayilir. Hurrili ilk sahis ve
cografya isimlerine Akkad Doneminde rastlanir. Eldeki erken veriler, Akkadli Naramsin
zamaninda kuzey Mezopotamya’da Hurrili etnik elemanlarin mevcut oldugunu
gdstermektedir. Bir belgede Naramsin’in Azuhinum’da Subir (Akk. Subartu) Ulkesine zafer
elde ettigi ve Tahis-atili’yi esir aldigini belirtmektedir. Subartu, M.O. 111.Bin kaynaklarina gére
Firat’tan, Zagroslarin eteklerindeki Kerkik bolgesine uzanan genis bir bolgedir. [l.Binin
sonunda Hurrilerin kuzey mezopotamya ve Suriye’nin Jezire bolgesinde kuigik kralliklar
halinde organize olduklari anlasiilmaktadir. Tell Mozan (Urkis) ve Tell Brak (Nagar) gibi
yerlesimlerde gerceklestirilen kazilar Hurrilerle ilgili yazith veriler saglamistir. Buccellati, G. ve
Marilyn Kelly-Buccellati’nin Hurri kenti Urkis ile esitledikleri Habur boélgesindeki Tell Mozan
kazilarinda ele gecen muhir baskilarinda Urkis krali Tupkis ve kralice Ugnitum’un adi
okunmus. Kral kendisini Hurrili Gnvan endan (kral, bey?) ile tanimlamaktadir. Bu durumda
Tupkis bilinen en eski Hurrili kral olmali. Tell Mozan, Eski Urkis, yazili belgelere goére Hurrili
tanrilarin babasi Kumarbi’nin evidir. Tupkis ve Ugnitum’dan sonra Atal-Sen, Tis-atal, Ann-atal
gibi hurrili isimler tasiyan yoneticiler Urkis’i idare etmisler. Atal-Sen ve Tis-atal, ayni zamanda
Habur bolgesinde ki Nawar’in da krallaridir. Louvre’da bulunan Samarra bronz tabletinde ki
secereye gore Atal-sen , hurrili kral Satar-mat’in ogludur. Buccelati Urkis kentinde teras
Uzerindeki anitsal eski mabedin Tis-atal doneminde yapilmis olabilecegini ve Kumarbi’ye
adandigini disinmektedir. Halen Louvre Mizesinde bulunmakta olan bronz bir aslan’in
pencelerinde tutulan tas tablet Uzerindeki Urkis endan 1 Tis-atal ibaresi bulunan temel
dokimani, Hurrice dilinde kaleme alinmis en erken belge olarak bilinmektedir.



Metropolitan’daki tam paralel bronz aslan’in tas tableti kayiptir. Bu eserlerin
Mozan’dan gelmis olabilecegi dusunulmektedir. Fransada korunan tas tablette, Tis-
atal’in Nergal adina bir mabet insa ettirdigi yazilidir. Tis-atal’in Akkad’in sonunda,
hemen lll. Ur basinda Urkis tahtina gectigi biliniyor. Ill.Ur Déneminde krallik yapan
Ann-atal hakkinda fazla bilgi bulunmamaktadir. lll. Ur doneminde Zagros ve Dogu
Toroslarin eteklerindeki alana lokalize edilebilecek merkezlere bagh hurri sahis
isimleri, Mardaman, Urbilum, Simanum, Simurrum ve Talmus’tur. Il.Binin basinda
Hurriler Zagroslara, Asur bolgesi iclerine kadar gittikce yayilirlar. Ninive kenti
yoneticileri arasinda yine hurrili sahis adlari gorilmektedir. Eski Asur doneminde
varliklarini koruyan Hurriler, Asur’un zayiflamasini firsat bilerek organize olurlar.
Eski Asur doneminde Hurrili isimlerin Orta Anadolu’da Kultepe/Kanis’ kadar
uzandig! bilinmektedir. Diger taraftan Mari ve Alalah VII metinleri, hurrilerin bu
bolgedeki varligini kanitlar. Mari metinlerinde, kuzey Jezire bolgesinde hikim
siren hurrili prensliklerle ilgili bilgiler verilmektedir. 16. yuzyilda Hurrilerin Kuzey
Suriye ve Yukari Firat bolgesine genislemeleri, Hititler tarafindan engellenir. Hitit
Hurri iliskileri |.Hattusili'den itibaren baslar. Esasen Hitit Devletinin kurulusu
esnasinda Dogu ve Guneydogu’daki Hurri varhgi gicludur. I.Hattusili’'nin glcla Hurri
kralliginin merkezi Ursu kentini kusatmasini anlatan metni kirik oldugundan
kusatmanin sonundaki olaylari bilemiyoruz. 1.Mursili Babil’i isgal ettiginde Hurri
ordularinin Anadolu’ya sizdiklari anlasiliyor. Daha sonra Hantili zamaninda Hurri
nifusunun Anadolu’da arttigi anlasilmaktadir. 16. yuzyilin sonlarinda Hurrilerin
Kuzey Mezopotamya’da , Giineydogu’da Habur bdlgesi ve Mardin civarinda indo-
Ari kokenli dilleri olan yonetici ve savasgi bir sinifin olusturdugu Mitanni Devleti



haline geldigi gorilir. Devletin baskenti olan Wasukanni’nin neresi oldugu halen
tartismalidir. Mitanni, Asur , Babil ve Nuzi belgelerinde “Hanigalbat”, Misirlilar
tarafindan Naharina ve  Hititlerce “Hurri Ulkesi” olarak tanimlanmaktadir.
Mitannilerle ilgili bilgilerimizin ¢ogu Hitit, Misir ve Orta Asur belgelerinden
gelmektedir. Mitanni’nin 6nemli merkezleri arasinda Nuzi, Arrapha, Tell Brak,
Alalah siralanabilir. Ayrica 6zellikle Habur licgenindeki yeni kazilardan (Tell Arbit,
Tell Bazi, Tell Abu Hafur Dogu, Tell Fakhariya, Tell Mozan vs) dnemli arkeolojik
veriler gelmektedir. Mitanniler, 14. yuzyil ortalarina kadar bagimsiz, 13, yuzyil
ortalarina kadar da Hitit ve Orta Asur'a bagh bir sekilde varlklarini
sirdirmauslerdir. Kirta, Suttarna, Parratarna, Parsatatar,
Sausatar,Artatarma,Tusratta, Sattivaza ,Wasasatta gibi isimlerMitanni’nin bilinen
kral listesinde yer alirlar. Mitanniler, Orta Asur kraligi tarafindan tarih
sahnesinden silinmistir.

power, only rivalled by Babylonia, Elam and Egypt. This phase was initiated by the Hittite victory over
Yambad and Babylon and it ended with Suppiluliuma I’s campaigns to Upper Mesopotamia and the
northern Levant. |

® Mittani IIT (ca. 1350-1260 BC): [The period as subjugated second-class power, depending first on the

Hittite and later on the expanding Assyrian empires. The state ceased to exist, when the Assyrians inte-

grated the remaining territories of Hanigalbat into their realm. y

Thns clay tablet, preserved only in frag-
ments, includes a detailed list of gifts,
apparently comprising the dowry of the
Mitanni princess Tadu-hepa sent to the
Egyptian court to be married to Amen-
hotep I (see cat. no. 97). The incomplete
signature mentions “all these [ob]jects
(and) dowry-personnel t[hat Tu]shratta,
the king of Mitanni, [.. ] ker[.. ] galve]”
The addressee was doubtless either the
bridegroom or one of his administrators.

In contrast to the inventory given in
cat. no. 97, listed here are goods and
objects intended only for the personal use
and adornment of the princess and her
staff. Foremost among them are full sets
of jewelry and textiles, possibly scarves,
for the princess, as well as necklaces, brace-
lets, pendants, earrings, rings, and ankle
bracelets made expressly for one hundred
dowry servants, as well as so-called eye
agates and garment pins. All the objects
were made of precious materials and richly
ornamented, and frequently there is men-
tion of the quantity of precious metal or
fabric required to make them.

Also listed are toilet articles such as
mirrors, bowls, and sets of “flagons,” as
well as salves and silver combs, of which—
in the surviving text—nine different styles
are named. The bride was given many
articles of clothing—including chemises,
skirts, and boots, not to mention addi-
tional necessities such as washbasins,
rhyta, fly whisks, spoons, and bed linen.
Judging from references to a sideboard
and objects made of boxwood, we can
assume that furniture, or portions of
furniture, were also included.®

Despite the tablet’s relatively poor

state of preservation, it is apparent that its
text was written with particular care
because wherever possible, groups of
words that belonged together were care-
fully placed one above another, a format
